Meeting Minutes
November 27, 2007

at 6:00 p.m. in the City Council Chambers of City Hall, 115 West Central, Bentonville,
Arkansas.

Ms. Wieneke stated that each year Habitat for Humanity builds one home in Bentonville
through the CDBG grant funds of $55,000 and then the home owner reimburses them.
The impact fees are a hardship for the homeowner to pay. There is also a $1, 748.00
water line boar they will have to have done. We are asked to have both of these fees
waived.

Camille Thompson, Staff Attorney, stated that she was not award of the 2" request for
the water line boar fee.
